USDA’s Summer Feeding Program 

There is no reason that children in our 
community ought to go hungry this summer.  
Children in low-income communities are eligible 
to receive free or reduced-price meals during the 
school year through the National School Lunch 
and School Breakfast Programs. But for many, 
these programs end when school ends for the 
summer. The U.S. Department of Agriculture's 
Summer Food Service Program helps fill the 
hunger gap. 
 
Good nutrition is essential for effective learning 
every day, all year long. Just as learning does not 
end when school lets out, neither does the need 
for good nutrition. Children who aren't hungry 
learn better, act better, and feel better. The 
Summer Food Service Program (SFSP) helps 
children get the nutrition they need to learn, play, 
and grow throughout the summer months when 
they are out of school. 
 
This program was created to ensure that children 
in lower-income areas could continue to receive 
nutritious meals during long school vacations, 
when they do not have access to school lunch or 
breakfast. But, although millions of children 
depend on nutritious free and reduced-price 
meals and snacks at school for 9 months out of 
the year, just a fraction of that receive the free 
meals provided by the SFSP during the summer 
months. 

At the special summer feeding sites, there are no 
forms to complete or income requirements. Your 
child does not need to be enrolled at the site.  
Your child just needs to show up and eat.  Check 
our website after May 31st to find sites and 
locations convenient for parents.
